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The Western Alaska Interdisciplinary Science Conference (WAISC) is western Alaska’s only annual regional science conference that promotes place-based research and education. As a partnership among university departments, government agencies, non-government organizations and private industry, WAISC supports the integration of scientific disciplines with traditional knowledge and the goal of helping to sustain economic, ecological and cultural resources in Western Alaska. WAISC also serves as an annual venue to bring together individuals from across Alaska to interact and participate in regional science and education in a rural forum.

WAISC attracts a diverse set of participants including experienced researchers, backyard inventors, and high school students. Presentations are varied and can feature topics relevant to rural life including energy, mining, fisheries, ecology, conservation, water quality, subsistence & traditional knowledge, math & science education, and waste disposal. Planning is currently underway for the fourth annual WAISC for March 2011 at the University of Alaska facility in Bethel, Alaska with the theme of ‘Honoring Our Traditions, Sustaining Our Future‘.  Participants are encouraged to present papers and posters and contribute to discussions on topics of regional importance.

From the inception of WAISC in 2007, Alaska EPSCoR has provided up to $10,000 per conference in order to offset the cost of travel for rural participants. WAISC and Alaska EPSCoR announce the competition for funding on the web and provide a link to the travel funding application (see next page). Conference organizers, local science personnel including faculty and staff at the rural campus, and the Alaska EPSCoR outreach manager, define the selection committee and select participants for funding.  Details regarding the number and amount of individual awards are left to the discretion of the committee.
